Haim Aba Gomer oli sundinud

1894. aastal Minski kubermangu
Sverzeni alevis. Ta oli parit rabide
perekonnast. A. Gomer dpis jeSivades
Nning taiendast ennast paljude
tolleaegsete tsadikite juures. Poola-
Leedu rabid omistasid talle rabi tiitli.
20. sajandi 20-ndatel laks ta
Saksamaale oppima Bonni ja Kolni
ulikoolides ja sai filosoofiadoktori
teaduskraadi. Luhikest aega tdotas
ta Berliini rabide seminaris. 19.05.1929
valiti ta Eesti ulemrabiks. Ta taitis ka
usukohtuniku kohustusi.

30. augustil 1928 abiellus A. Gomer
Hana Beilaga, kes oli Riia pearabi
Menahhem Mendel Zaki tutar.

Dr Gomer asutas oppeseminarid
“Hovevei Tora — Toora armastajad”
ja ,Hevrat Sas — (Suulise Toora e
Misna) Kuue osa selts”. Ta sai diguse
registreerida juutide sundimise

ja surma fakti, abielusid jt. Ta paistis
silma haritud inimesena
jumalakartuses, jutlustajana

ja kirjanikuna ning oli Eesti juutluse
tunnustatud vaimne liider.

Parast Juudi Kultuuriomavalitsuse
likvideerimist sai temast Eesti Juudi
Kogukonna pea. Parast Tallinna
okupeerimist Natsi-Saksamaa poolt
1941. aasta sugisel A. Gomer koos
naise Hana ja poeg Sneuriga jdhkralt
morvati.

Chaim Aba Gomer was born in 1894

INn Sverzhen (Minsk Province). He des-
cends from a rabbis’ family. A. Gomer
studied in yeshivas and advanced his
learning under famous tzadikim of the
time. Polish-Lithuanian rabbis
conferred on him a rabbi’s title. In 1920s,
he went to Germany to study at the
universities of Bonn and Kéln and
received a PhD degree. For a short time,
he was employed at Berlin Rabbis
Seminary. On 19 May 1929 he was
elected as Chief Rabbi of Estonia.

He also exercised of the Head

of Rabbinical Court.

On 30 August 1928, he married to

Hana Beila, the daughter of the Chief
Rabbi of Riga Menachem Mendel Zak.
Dr. Gomer founded the edu-cational
seminars “Chovevei Torah” and “Chevrat
Shas”. He stood out as an educated
man in the fear of God, a speaker and a
writer. He became recognized as the
spiritual leader of the Estonian Jewry.
He was entitled to register Jewish
births, deaths and marriages.

After the liquidation of the Jewish
Cultural Autonomy, he served as the
Head of the Jewish Community of
Estonia. When Tallinn was occupied

by the Nazi Germany, A. Gomer and his
wife Hana and son Shneur were brutally
murdered during Holocaust in the
autumn of 1941.

We will always remember the victims
of the Holocaust!
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
