REVISIONS AND UPGRADES

The shtetl should be understood as a tool organising a 
certain sphere of imaginations and social memory of 
the Jewish community. As this kind of abstract artefact, 
burdened with emotions and bearing a nostalgic 
longing, it should itself be an object of reflection rather 
than a category to order the study of Jewish history. It is 
a concept that does not stem from the complexities of 
Jewish history, but rather from the need of 
contemporary observers and amateurs of folklore 
stories, seeking a recipe for dealing with the difficult 
and not at all bright and optimistic past of this part of 
Europe in the mythologised layers of social imagery.
